Setting up the Console

sSimply disconnect the antenna cable from your telavi-

sion and connect the game cable from your Video
Computer System conscle to the VHF anfenna terminals on
your felevision

Ycur game conscle attaches easily to your television

Power Adaptor

Attach the power adaptor to the back of your console. Make
sure that your console power switch Is off; then plug the
adaptor into any convenient outiet

Note: Please insure that your power adaptor is compatible
with your electrical supply. If you are in doubt, consuit your
dealer

Controllers

Plug your Joystick Controllers into the controller jacks at the
back of your console. For most one-player games, you will
use the LEFT CONTROLLER jock. See your game instruction
booklat for details.

Note: Some Atari games require different controllers, Paddle
Controllers, the ACTION CONTROL BASE™ keypad for children's
cartridges, and the VIDEQ TOUCH PAD™ confroller may be pur-
chased separataly,

Channel Switch

Your Video Computer System Is factory sef fo operate on a
non-broadcasting VHF station in your areq. Slide the CHANNEL
swifch on your game console to 3 and select channel 3 on
your television. If you receive interference on this staticn, slide
the CHANNEL switch on your console 1o 2, and select channel
2 on your television.

Note- In some areas, you will need to tune your television 1o

channal 3 or 4, instead of channel 2 or 3. Note that channe!
3 on your Video Computer Systemn comesponds fo channel 4
on your television. *

Returning to Television Programming

To return to your regular television programming, you must
reconnect your television anfenna to your television. Ba sure
to turn your Video Computer System off and to unplug the
power agaptor.

Starting Game Play

Ing or removing an ATARI Game Program cariridge
This will protect the electronic components and
prolong the lite of your ATARI Video Computer Systermn game.

Al'wa'ys turn your console POWER switch OFF when inseri-

Hold the carfridge so the name on the end label reads right
side up and carefully insert the cartridge inte the cartridge
slot on your console. Be sure the carridge is firmly seated but
DO NOT FORCE [T IN. Then switch the power switch fo ON

Important: if no playfiela appears, switch the power switch off
and then cn again. You may have inserted the cariridge
while the power switch was on

To remove a carfridge, simply pull it straight out of the console

TV Type Switch

Set this switch to COLOR if you are playing on a color fele-
vislon set.

Fine-Tuning

nat receive color unless the automatic fine-funing control is

on, leave It on.

Game Select Switch

In most games. the GAME SELECT switch Is used to select the
game or garne variafion you wish to play. See the game in-
structions packed with your cartricdige for cetalls

Game Reset Switch

In most games, pressing GAME RESET or the red bufton on
your controller will start the game. GAME RESET will also start a
game over during game play. Again, see your game insfruc-
tlans for details

Difficulty Switches

The DIFFICULTY switches are usually used o make a game
more challenging for a skilled player. or 1o balance the akili-
fies of two players. In fwo-player games, the player using the
left controller jack uses the leff DIFFICULTY switch; the player
using the right confrolier jack uses the right DIFFICULTY switch

In some games the DIFFICULTY switches have other functions.
See the game Instructions packed with your carfridge

m Always turn your power switch off when inserting or
removing a cartridge.

B Use of any AC power adaptor or TVIGAME switch box other
than those designed for use with your 2600 Video Com-

® Do not lift the console or the conirailers by the connecting
wires.

u Take care not to spill liquids on your console or game
cariridges.

® Do not expose the console, confrollers, or cartridges to ex-
freme heat or moisture.

® Take care not to drop the console, controllers, or car-
fridges.

H Remember to turn the power switch off and fo unplug the
power adaptor when the system s not in use

B Clean the controllers and console with a soft, slightly damp
cloth.
